
 
 
 

BCC Speed Limit Review Area 12 – Great Horwood 
 

Great Horwood Parish Council considered the draft BCC Speed Limit Review for 
Area 12 as it related to the village of Great Horwood (including Singleborough) at 
its Ordinary meeting on 8th June. 
 
The Council generally welcomed the proposed changes which were summarised as 
follows:- 
 

1. That the 30mph speed limit on the Little Horwood Road should be 
extended so that it starts at the village name plate which is before you reach 
Townsend Cottages coming from the direction of Little Horwood. (42) 

2. That the 30mph speed limit on the Winslow Road should be extended to 
the village name plate. (44) 

3. That a 30mph speed limit should be introduced throughout the length of the 
built up area of Singleborough. (45) 

4. That a 40mph speed limit should be introduced on the Nash Road from 
near the roundabout on the A421 to the start of the current 30mph limit. 
(43) 

 
Our comments on the proposals are as follows:- 
 

1. We would like clarification of the exact starting point for the 40mph limit 
in Nash Road and seek re-assurance that it is on the A421 side of the 
entrance to the cricket ground. 

2. We would like to see the 30mph speed limit on Pilch Lane which currently 
starts just before the Winslow Road/High Street junction extended back to 
before the triangle at the junction of Pilch Lane and Singleborough Lane. 
This would mean placing the 30mph signs just before the triangle on both 
Pilch Lane and Singleborough Lane. We think that this request is consistent 
with the proposed changes on the other entrances to the village. 

3. We would like the 30mph speed limit in Winslow Road further extended 
back to before the bend as you approach Number 21 Winslow Road. We 
think would be a much clearer starting point for traffic approaching the 
village along the B4033 from the direction of Winslow. (This might mean 
the necessity of re-siting the village name plate). 

 



We look forward to your agreement to include these suggestions in your final 
proposals. 
We assume that you will consult us again when you prepare your draft proposals 
for Area 14 as this area also includes part of our Parish.
