Burglary:

Great Kingshill and Widmer End has recently had a number of house burglaries and shed & outhouse breaks in the last few weeks. Patrols by the NHPT will be increased in the area and crime prevention literature will be delivered to neighbouring properties to try and prevent further offences occurring.

Recently a male from the High Wycombe area has admitted to a Burglary on the Parish and is now being dealt with via the Criminal Justice System.

Finally, please record the make, model and serial numbers of any electrical items that you have at home, in your car or at work on the www.immobilise.com website. This is a website that the police have access to, so if any property comes into the police’s possession, it can be checked to see if it has been stolen, help secure evidence and convictions against a suspect and reunited the property with its lawful owner. 

Anti Social Behaviour (ASB):
The team are continuing to focus upon ASB problems within the area. 

The Common Road carpark at Great Kingshill is still attracting ASB driving in the evenings where car drivers are congregating and using the area as a mini racetrack. Any vehicle details can be sent to Pc TURNHAM and warning letters will be sent to the registered owner, continuance will result in action being taken against the owner and driver with the possibility of the vehicle being seized and disposed of, using the POLICE REFORM ACT 2002

Even though ASB at specific locations may have been reduced, the NHPT do not want the problem to then materialise itself elsewhere, so the team will continue to focus its efforts to reduce the ongoing issues associated with the problem when and where it arises. 

The HNPT and the representatives from the Neighbourhood Action Group (NAG) are currently trying to look at creating local initiatives to try and resolve ASB which has been associated with the local “Young People”. We are therefore open to suggestions from the community regarding the arrangement of any locally run events, but more importantly we would also looking volunteers to become involved and arrange and run such events. 

Speeding:

The new NAG has setup of a speed-working group, this will concentrate on specific locations and then allow Officers and the Speed Enforcement Team to target and enforce limits. PCSO HALL will be the Police representative on the working group.

The team is trying to obtain speeding data from all of Thames Valley Police Departments regarding speed enforcement and education that has occurred upon the area and will provide any updates in the forthcoming news letters. 
The team also now have access to a Speed Indication Device (SID) which will allow my staff to collate current and accurate speeding data from a location whilst also providing a visible deterrent at the same time.   

Planned speed enforcement for January by the NHPT has unfortunately, like December, been affected by the adverse weather conditions. 

Dates have been planned for February and will be updated in the March newsletter. 
Another issue:  
“COP Cards” – Thames Valley Police have been running a sticker collecting scheme, called “COP Cards” in other force areas, which is aimed at year 6 school pupils. The scheme is to be extend to Hazlemere & Chepping Wycombe areas and will be rolled out in the near future. The idea of the scheme is for the children to collect stickers (24 in total) and fill up their “COP Card”. Each sticker can be collected by completing a different task or challenge, or by attending an event. Every officer from the local policing team will have a sticker which the children must collect by finding and speaking with them. For the sticker to be issued y the officer the “Cop Card” holder must have their card with them. The other stickers to be collected are designed to encourage children to try out new activities and learn about their community. For example, stickers involve attending a sporting event, helping in a community clear up day and learning about road safety.  
The scheme is centred upon getting the best out of young people and encouraging them to be aware of their responsibilities and the opportunities in their local community. The police hop the scheme will enhance communication and familiarisation between local children, local police teams and partnership agencies. The police hope that the collection of the stickers will encourage children to try something different in the community. To help children find the stickers a clues page can be located on the TVP website, http//www.chilterncopcards.co.uk.  This site has information about “Cop Cards” and will also give the children tips as to where police team members will be in the forth coming weeks, where activities and events are taking place and where they get help to achieve the stickers.   
The HNPT hope that this scheme will be another way of making contact with local young people and make them aware of local policing and community issues and also provide them with the opportunity to voice their opinions and concerns.
